Tapes are a much more accessable means to circulate
ideas/music etc. To have an LF pressed with black and white labels and b/w gatefold cover
now costs around £I,3%00 (not including recording costs,laduers,posters). We just haven't gots
that sort of money. The trouble here is that people just do not take tapes seriously enough.ﬁh
Music released on oxide is just a demo. If you're on vinyl,all of a sudden you're somebody.
What a load of crap. Tapes are a cheap and efficient way of releasing work. Obviously you
have to put a bit more thought into packaging a tape. For instance,with an LP you can put a
lot of information:lyrics etc on the cover,which will always be with the record. With tapes
+ if you have a lot of posters,booklets,lyric sheets etc,they can easily become seperated.
